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Shabbona Lake: 
The best of the prairie state with a 
regional sampler.  Get a taste of nearly 
every ecosystem northern Illinois has to 
offer on a 5 mile counterclockwise loop 
around Shabbona Lake.  From the picnic 
area, follow the sign to the earthen dam 
and cross it, and then turn left onto 
Tomahawk Trail, which sits between a 
hardwood forest and the lakeshore.  
Round the east side of the lake and top a 
small hill to cross an open prairie.  Go 
straight through a campground, then 
cross the road to pick up the Arrowhead 
Trail.  The land here transitions from 
gently rolling grasslands to dense 
woods.  Look for chiseled trunks of trees 
felled by beavers near a footbridge 
across Indian Creek.  The marshy area 
where the creek enters the lake is an 
ideal place to spot waterfowl - 30 
species stop over during migration.  
Continue straight to close the loop. 
Directions:  Take I-88 west to the Sugar 
Grove exit and head 25 miles west on 
US 30.  Turn left onto Indian Road, then 
right onto Preserve Road in Shabbona 
Grove Picnic Area.
